109th Congress, Second Senate Session 

 

1. INDIAN PRODUCTION OF FISSILE MATERIALS:   Bingaman (D-NM) 
amendment barring sending nuclear technology or materials to India until the President 
certifies that India has stopped producing fissile material for use in nuclear weapons.  
Amendment rejected 26 - 74, November 16, 2006, Roll Call No. 265 (a “yes” vote 
supports the Council position) 
 
2.   SANCTIONS AGAINST INDIA FOR NUCLEAR TESTS:  Dorgan (D-ND) 
amendment to include language endorsing United National Security Council Resolution 
1172 that included sanctions against India after India conducted nuclear weapons 
explosive tests in 1998.  Amendment rejected 27 Ð 71, November 16, 2006, Roll Call No. 
266 (a “yes” vote supports the Council position) 
 
3.  BARRING ASSISTING INDIA MAKING NUCLEAR WEAPONS:   Feingold (D-
WI) amendment requiring a Presidential report that U.S. nuclear cooperation with India is 
not assisting India to build new nuclear weapons.  Amendment rejected 25-71, November 
16, 2006, Roll Call No. 268 (a “yes” vote supports the Council position) 
 
4.  INDIAN COOPERTION WITH IRAN:   Boxer (D-CA) amendment requiring India 
to end all military cooperation with Iran and requiring a Presidential certification on this 
issue before a nuclear agreement could go into effect.  Amendment rejected 38 -59, 
November 16, 2006, Roll Call No. 269 (a “yes” vote supports the Council position) 
 
5.  FINAL PASSAGE OF U.S.-INDIA NUCLEAR DEAL:  Final passage of U.S.-
India nuclear deal Ð formally titled ÒHenry J. Hyde United States-India Peaceful Atomic 
Energy Cooperation Act of 2006.  Act approved 85 - 12, November 16, 2006, Roll Call 
No. 270 (a “no” vote supports the Council position)
